(Approving Monetary Donation of $986.28 for Nation’s Toys for Tots)

Conncil with broad legislative and fiscal powers, inclunding the power “to manage any
funds within the exclusive contrel of the Tohono 0'odham Nation” (Constitution,
Article VI, Section 1(d)(2)); and

WHEREAS, the Tohono O’'odham Legislative Council Chairperson is authorized toadministerthe
Legislative Branch budget and approve donations in amounts up to $3800.00, but
donations greater than $800.00 must be approved by the full Legislative Council; and

WHEREAS, the Tohono O'odham Nation delivers toys to children for the annual Toys for Tots; and

WHEREAS, the Tohono 0’odham Police Department is requesting a donation of$986.28torenta
vehicle for the 2009 Toys for Tots.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDERED by the Tohono 0'odham Legislative Conncil that it approves
a monetary donation of $986.28 to Tohono O’odham Police Department for the 2009
Toys for Tots.

The foregoing Order was passed by the Tohono 0'odham Legislative Council on the 09™. Day of
DECEMBER, 2009 at a meeting at which a qunorum was present with a vote of 1,728.70 FOR; -0-
AGAINST; 679.70NOT VOTING; and187.10[05] ABSENT, pursuant to the powers vested in the Council
by Section 1 (dX2) of Article VI of the Constitution of the Tohono O'0dham Nation, adopted by the
Tohonoe 0'0Odham Nation on January 18, 1986; and approved by the Acting Deputy Assistant
Secretary - Indian Affairs (Operations) on March 6, 1986, pursuant to Section 16 of the Act of June
18, 1934 (48 Stat. 984).
